Nancy walked up to the check-out line at Marshall’s and was the only one in line.
Providentially, it seems in hindsight.

The young 20ish cashier scanned Nancy’s items one by one — and after each scan looked
up at Nancy. By the third or fourth item the young lady commented, “That’s a nice neck-
lace.” Nancy instinctively reached up and grabbed it — a habit repeated many times a
day since her re-version as a Catholic shortly after the birth of their first child.

“Oh, thank you,” she replied. “Are you a Christian2” she asked. The necklace was a
simple, delicate golden-plated crucifix her husband had bought for her after the two of
them jointly decided to stop living contrary to the Gospel and instead take up again,
seriously now, their Catholic faith. Their children, their marriage and their friends were
owed that they had come to understand, better now.

“No,” the cashier replied, flinching and seemingly embarrassed. Nancy hastened to
assure her: “No — it’s ok — | just thought you liked it because you were a Chris-

tian.” “No,” she slowly said, finishing the scanning and starting the bagging. Nancy
explained, holding the crucifix around her neck: “You see, this is called a crucifix — the
man on the cross is our Savior — Jesus Christ. | am pledged to follow him and desire to
do his will.”  “Why?” the cashier responded — whom Nancy now knew was Melissa by
her nametag. “Why do | follow him?” “Yah.” “Because he was the Son of God who
died for me on the cross so that | can live this life joyfully and live in the next life with
him eternally.”

“He can do that?” Melissa asked. “How can you know that?” she added. “Because |
love him; and He loves me. | know this in the writings of the Bible; and | know this in my
life personally through prayer and living the Church’s Sacraments. | know it without an
ounce of doubt in my heart.” The bagging was done. All that was left was to pay.

“Sounds nice,” Melissa said. Nancy answered: “Would you want to know more? | can
give you my phone number and we can talk some more and see if its something you'd
like to pursue.” “Sure,” said Melissa. Melissa handed Nancy the receipt for her pur-
chase. Nancy in turn wrote her phone number on the back and handed it back to
Melissa, saying: “| really would like to continue our visit. Call me.”

Melissa ended up calling Nancy. They had more conversations about Jesus Christ, the
Christian life and the world of Catholicism. Melissa came to understand who Jesus was
and that his desire was to save her as well. Melissa was baptized into the Church that
Easter. Six years later — Melissa joined a religious order in Virginia. | was stationed in
the parish where Nancy and her family belong and had come to know their family
well. | witnessed Melissa’s entrance into the Church at Easter.
